 they must go home to begin isolation - the isolation period includes the day the symptoms 

started and the next 10 full days  

 follow the guidance for households with possible or confirmed coronavirus (COVID-19) 

infection  

 arrange to have a test as soon as possible to see if they have coronavirus (COVID-19)
